William Shakespeare was
an English playwright and
poet, known for works like

Hamlet, Macbeth, and
Romeo and Juliet. He wrote

at least 37 plays and 154
sonnets, many of which are
still performed today. His
writing introduced new

words and sayings still used
in English today.

William Shakespeare died on 23 April 1616, which is
believed to be his 52nd birthday. He is often called

"The Bard", meaning a great poet.
